Topic Pick an interesting weather event from the last 3-6 years like a hurricane, tornado 
outbreak, drought, heat wave, blizzard, flash flood, etc. You must provide references as to where 
you found a description of the event. Please check with the TAs to ensure that you have a valid 
topic.

Scope  For the event chosen above, you must include the following in your report:
• A general description of the event.
• Effects on people, infrastructure, etc.
• Various weather maps and imagery from any of the sites below to help describe the 

weather conditions.

Format
• Approximately 2-3 pages long (NOT including figures, graphs and pictures).
• Bibliography in a standard (e.g., MLA) format.
• Footnotes, endnotes, or parenthetical references should be used to cite your sources.
• Plagiarism will NOT be tolerated, as it is a violation of the University Academic
