1c.
Enter your Quiz #3 percentage grade on line (3) and line (13)



(you will need to compute your Quiz #3 percentage grade)

1d.
Enter the two highest quiz grades on lines (21) and (22)

2a.
Compute the average of your 3 quiz scores and enter the result on lines (4) and (14)

2b.
Computer the average of your 2 highest quiz scores and enter the result on lines (5) and (23)

3a.
Enter your experiment report grade on line (6)

3b.
Enter the total number of 1S1P pts earned on line (7).  If the number is greater than 45, enter 45.

3c.
Add the numbers on lines (6) and (7) and enter the result on line (8)

3d.
If the number on line (7) is 45, then divide the number on line (8) by 80, multiply by 100%, and 
enter the result on lines (9), (15) and (24).

Add the numbers on lines (11), (12), (13), (14), and (15).  Enter the result on line (16).

Divide the number on line (16) by 5 and enter the result on line (17).
